PERMITTED DEVELOPMENT RULES FOR SIDE EXTENSIONS

- Must not front onithe road.
- Single starey only.
- Maximum of 3 metres from the house.

- Must not be more than half of the width of the original house.

PERMITTED DEVELOPMENT RULES FOR DOUBLE-STORY

REAR EXTENSIONS

- The eaves and pitch heights must be no higher than those of the
existing house. However, if the building is within two metres of a
boundary, the overall maximum eaves height is restricted to 3m. The
roof pitch should match the existing house as much as possible.

- Under permitted development rules, you can extend up to three
metres from the original house, but it must be more than seven
metres from the rear boundary,-opposite the rear wall. Any
extensions to the original house, sheds, or outbuildings should not
exceed more than 50% of the total area of land around the house:

- The materials used should be similar in appearance to that of the
existing house.

- Two storey extensions to the side or front of the original house are
not permitted development.

- *No verandas or balconies. Any upper-floor window in a side
elevation must be obscured glazing and non-opening (unless it's
more than 1.7m from floor level internally).
